Entry	procedure	and	RegistraKon	

All	compe>tors	compe>ng	will	be	reached	out	by	invita>onal	only.		

Entry	restricKons	

There	will	be	no	Entry-fee	payments	however	a	SFT	membership	of	40euro	will	be	required.		

AHer	confirma>on	of	par>cipa>on,	the	rider	will	receive	a	membership	payment	link.	Payments	must	be	
made	via	credit	card.	For	certain	excep>ons,	late	payments	can	be	made	in	cash	at	the	inscrip>on	at	the	
respec>ve	event.	Cash-payments	will	only	be	accepted	in	Euros	or	USD	currency.	In	this	case	an	amount	
of	40,-	Euro	processing	fee	will	be	added	to	the	regular	entry-fee.	

In	the	case	that	the	full	amount	of	the	inscrip>on	fee	is	not	paid	by	the	end	of	the	announced	
inscrip>on->me,	the	rider	will	not	be	allowed	to	compete.	

Eligibility	

A	compe>tor	is	eligible	for	any	SFT	event	if	he	meets	the	following	condi>ons:	

- He	has	a	personal	medical	insurance	with	worldwide	coverage.	A	valid	membership	card	or	
cer>ficate,	or	other	sa>sfactory	evidence	of	worldwide	medical	coverage	may	be	requested.	

- The	compe>tor	cannot	hold	the	SFT	or	the	event-organizer	responsible	for	any	claims	for	
damages	as	a	consequence	of	the	compe>tor	not	having	sufficient	personal	medical	insurance.	

- The	compe>tor	cannot	hold	the	SFT	or	the	event-organizer	responsible	for	any	legal	liabili>es	
and/or	any	claims	for	damages	by	third	par>es	caused	by	the	compe>tor.	

- He	holds	a	valid	compe>tor's	membership	with	the	SFT	World	Tour

There	is	no	seeding	for	this	invita>onal	event.		

Important	Info	

- All	riders	need	to	wear	a	helmet	during	compe>>on!	
- Compe>tors	have	to	wear	the	official	lycra	at	all	>mes	when	proceeding	to	the	water	–	also	

during	training.		
- Each	rider	will	get	one	compe>>on	riders’	vest	at	the	registra>on.	Each	rider	is	responsible	for	

his	compe>>on	riders’	vests.	In	case	of	loss	a	replacement	is	not	possible!	
- Compe>tors	shall	wear	the	event	adver>sing	lycra	vest	supplied	by	the	Event	Organizer	over	all	

other	clothing	during	the	event	and	one	(1)	board	s>cker	to	be	placed	on	the	top	and	on	the	
boaom	of	the	board.		

- All	compe>tors	are	required	to	abide	by	the	adver>sing	rules	as	laid	out	in	the	Rule	Book.	
Compe>tors	breaching	these	rules	may	be	warned	in	wri>ng	for	the	first	offence	and	may	incur	
a	fine	at	the	second	offence	of	not	more	than	$	500	for	each	viola>on.		

- All	rider	mee>ngs	and	opening/closing	ceremonies	in	the	schedule	are	mandatory	to	all	riders.	
Please	be	on	>me	and	ready.	

- The	Riders	ID-Strap	authorizes	you	to	enter	the	equipment	storage	space.	You	will	receive	the	
Riders	ID-Strap	personally	and	only	at	the	registra>on.	

- Riders	are	not	permiaed	to	publicly	associate	their	names	in	non-authorized	par>es/autograph	
sessions.	

- There	will	be	a	social	event-calendar	for	each	side	event	that	all	riders	must	join	via	social	media	
and	share.	

- Please	use	these	media	hash	tags	for	all	social	media	posts	provided	by	the	SFT	social	Media	
manager.		

Membership	
- Every	compe>tor	needs	to	hold	a	valid	SFT	membership.	The	dura>on	of	SFT	membership	is	

from	the	first	to	the	last	event	of	the	respec>ce	World	Tour	season.		
- Membership	fees	shall	be	determined	by	the	SFT	at	the	start	of	the	year	and	may	be	changed	at	

any	no>ce	during	the	year.		
- At	the	end	of	the	inscrip>on->me,	the	rider	must	be	able	to	prove	a	valid	SFT	membership.	

AHer	confirma>on	of	par>cipa>on,	he	will	receive	a	payment	link.	Payments	must	be	made	via	
credit	card.	For	certain	excep>ons,	late	payments	can	be	made	in	cash	at	the	inscrip>on	at	the	
respec>ve	event.

Equipment	storage	

There	will	be	equipment	storage	next	to	the	indoor	pool	on	the	event	site.	Access	to	the	equipment	
storage	by	car	is	possible	on	Thursday	16th	for	free	and	Friday	17th	for	a	deposit	fee	of	100euro	which	will	
be	returned	upon	exit	of	the	event	area.	On	other	remaining	days	there	will	only	be	allowed	2	registered	
vehicles.		

Travel	info	

The	closest	airport	to	which	to	fly	is	Dusseldorf	directly.	Then	it	is	a	short	drive	to	the	event	venue	where	
the	 address	 can	 be	 found	 below.

Pool	informaKon:	

The	pool	size	is	60	x	20	with	a	depth	of	1m.	The	largest	recommended	foil	mast	length	is	75cm.	Anything	
larger	will	have	the	risk	of	touching	the	base	of	the	pool,	but	this	is	the	rider's	decision	with	what	mast	
they	choose	to	use.		

Weather:	

The	event	will	be	indoors	however	water	temperature	in	the	pool	will	sit	around	18	degrees	Celsius,	so	
we	recommend	a	wetsuit	for	athletes.	Air	temperature	inside	the	event	site	will	sit	at	around	20	degrees	
Celsius.

Equipment	

- Only	hydrofoils	are	eligible	for	use	in	compe>>on.	There	are	not	any	restric>ons	on	the	size,	
length	and	width	of	the	quiver	however	a	75cm	mast	is	recommended	due	to	the	depth	of	the	
pool.		

- Foot	straps,	pads	and	wax	are	allowed.	
- The	use	of	a	helmet	is	mandatory.		

Prize	money		

The	prizemoney	for	the	SFT	Pump	Foil	Indoor	World	Cup	2025	in	BOOT,	Dusseldorf	will	be	5.000	Euro.		

The	top	3	riders	will	share	the	prize	money	based	off	the	following	breakdown;	
• 1st	place:	50%	
• 2nd	Place:	30%

PUMP	FOIL	race 

The	course	–	pool	layout,	start	dock	

The	pool	is	1m	deep,	60m	long	and	20m	wide.	The	star>ng	dock	is	approximately	180cm	long	
and	60cm	wide	and	the	height	of	the	start	is	around	40cm	from	the	water	surface.	

There	are	2	equal	start	docks	next	to	each	other	on	the	short	side	of	the	pool	and	2	equal	
courses	with	4	marks	each	parallel	to	each	other.		

The	finish	line	is	posi>oned	on	the	star>ng	side	of	the	pool.		

	
CompeKKon	format	

Two	compe>tors	at	the	same	>me	will	be	compe>ng	in	the	pool	next	to	each	other	in	a	parallel	
slalom	race,	each	of	them	on	his	own	course.	Both	compe>tors	must	start	from	the	dock	at	the	
same	>me	with	a	countdown	>mer	signal.	Each	compe>tor	needs	to	complete	his	course	in	a	
slalom	format	passing	his	course	marks	alterna>ng	on	the	leH	and	ride	side,	turning	around	the	
last	mark	and	passing	his	marks	alterna>ng	again	on	the	way	back	un>l	crossing	the	finish	line.	

The	format	of	the	indoor	pump	foil	compe>>on	will	be	a	parallel	slalom	in	heat	of	2	riders	
compe>ng	head	to	head	with	the	other	compe>tor.	The	winner	of	each	heat	will	advance	to	
the	next	round	and	there	will	be	a	repechage	round	for	the	ones	who	got	eliminated	to	get	a	
second	chance	to	advance.	

EliminaKon	format	

The	compe>>on	is	spread	over	2	days	with	Day	1	(Qualifica>on	day)	seeing	all	riders	compe>ng	
in	heats	of	2.	The	winning	riders	from	Day	1	will	advance	and	qualify	to	the	finals	day	which	will	
take	place	on	Day	2.	The	finals	day	will	run	an	elimina>on	system	with	heats	of	2	riders	un>l	
the	event	winner	is	determined.
